Chapter 2

2.2. Forming conditions and factors affecting the economic development of corridor

2.2.1. Forming conditions

b) The presence and the viability of the route, traffic routes

c) Along with the urban routes and territorial centers capable of concentrating economic activity

d) Appears tight collaboration of the two ends and the midpoint of transport axes

b) Law and policy mechanisms of the Government (of a country or of the country) related to corridor

c) There is the potential economic assistance from the United States

2.3. Pratical basis of experience forming and developing economic corridor in the world

2.3.1. Economic corridor formation and development in Europe and North America.

Research on development issues at the national EC in the European region and North America, the authors found that the key issue in this area is as follows:

a) Selection of the main transport axes, have positioned, able to link high economic centers, creating greater economic efficiency

In the process of economic development, countries in Europe and North America have conducted selection of arterial traffic routes, has great vitality and spread to neighboring areas.

b) Priority in policy development mechanisms of EC

Create a coordination mechanism for localities EC axis lines pass through; support and promote the strengths related to business activities, skill levels, communication and tourism through joint advertising efforts.

2.3.2. The economic corridor  in African countries

a) Nacala Corridor

Nacala Corridor is located on the railway line linking Zambia and Malawi to the port of Nacala in Mozambique. The corridor consists of three parts is the Nacala port and railway Nacala and Malawi railway.

b) Maputo Corridor (MDC)

Maputo corridor is an initiative of the most ambitious development in Africa and the world. MDC is the core of a series of projects aimed at upgrading the infrastructure of the transport route from the province of South Africa Witbank (adjacent Johannesburg) to Maputo of Mozambique.

Development experience corridor

a) Selection of arterial roads connecting the input – output gates of EC.

b) Strengthening cooperation, calling for support from the international community and regional organizations.

2.3.3. Economic corridor   in Asian countries

 The economic corridor in Southeast Asia and in China has gradually formed and developed. The experience of countries in the region to Vietnam is increasing investment, construction and infrastructure development and modernization sync.

2.4. The inevitability of the formation and development of economic corridors in Vietnam.

2.4.1. The inevitable process of integration into the world economy and the region.

The form of economic integration that could be linked forms global economy, regional economic integration, economic integration or sub-regional areas. Form of global economic integration are formed on the multilateral trade principles, cohesion of national interests in economic development and trade.

2.4.2. GMS program and development initiatives of east –west corridor 

a) The objective of the GMS East-West economic corridor initiatives 

The formation of an economic corridor East - West to achieve 3 of 5 strategic breakthrough strategic of Mekong sub-region area expansion is to strengthen links through multidisciplinary integration, enabling trade and cross-border investment, increase private participation in the development and strengthening the competitiveness of the private economic sector. East-West Economic Corridor facilitate development of a transport system with high efficiency, allowing cargo and passenger traffic in the Greater Mekong region expanded without any difficulty or high cost.

b) Results achieved

On the corridor has been formed infrastructure projects essential socioeconomic including 1,450 km long route linking Da Nang seaport and port of Yangon route east to the west side of the corridor and the essential works other systems such as electricity, communications, customs, ..

c) The main components of the corridor

According to the results of talks with the government and local authorities along the corridor was held in June 2 and 3 in 2004, a total of 77 major projects and sub-projects have been identified as factors that shape corridor development platform (DM). These projects focus on the areas of transport, energy, telecommunications, tourism, trade, agricultural and industrial areas and private investment.

1) Lao Cai - Hanoi - Hai Phong - Quang Ninh economic corridor and Lang Son - Hanoi - Hai Phong - Quang Ninh EC  in development cooperation Two Corridors and One Ecoenomic Belt Vietnam - China

2) Lang Son - Hanoi - Ho Chi Minh City - Moc Bai EC in development cooperation under the idea of ​​"One Axis and Two Wings"

3)  EC Road 51 (Ho Chi Minh City - Bien Hoa - Vung Tau).

4) East-West Corridor in Central Vietnam region

Economic Corridor East - West (EWEC) is a big project, passing through 13 provinces of 4 countries Vietnam, Laos, Thailand, Myanmar, is one of the important EC of the GMS countries and facilitate enhanced further economic cooperation, promote trade exchanges, investment and tourism development between the countries, reduce costs cargo traffic and passengers in the lobby area, contribute to poverty reduction, support develop rural areas, create equality in regional development.

2.5. Some lessons for developing East-West economic corridor

Some lessons learned to develop effective EC:

First, create a legal framework for economic activity in the corridors

Second, promote comprehensive development and modernization of infrastructure corridors.

a) Improving road Bangkok - Phnom Penh - Ho Chi Minh City - Vung Tau;

b) Southern coastal route;

c) Improving road Sihanuc ville (Cambodia) to southern Laos and

d) Development Corridor East - West in central Cambodia.

Third, there are incentives to participate in developing enterprise of EC

Fourth, identify key industry clusters

Fifth, the establishment of organizations affiliated to the provincial government and directly managed the development planning EC.

CONCLUSION OF CHAPTER 2

Through the study of theoretical basis and practical development of EC, we can draw some conclusions:

1) EC focus is the development of economic infrastructure, connectivity centers meaningful development leading, inducing and promoting the development of the surrounding area. The objective of maximizing EC is the economic benefit of the axes and the surrounding areas. A common EC associated with the formation of industry clusters (Industry cluster) at the local and regional corridors which traverse large.

2) The formation and development EC need to have some certain conditions: first of all, to have an arterial trunk roads connecting the center and develop together, with the doors in place to make the save smooth with the outside; secondly, to determine its advantages to develop key industry clusters, with local advantages; Third, has natural conditions favorable to social and gradually formed the center and the new development poles, facilitates focused new economic activities, there is a higher level of development; Fourth, there are guidelines and orientation and directing the attention of the authorities at all levels of central and local sectors involved, especially matters related to foreign elements; Fifth, all to create an environment of macroeconomic and microeconomic strong, favorable for the development of economic activities, investors find attractive to investors, the lives of people on a lift high material and spiritual.

3) The combination of harmonious development between EC with industry clusters can help more accurately assess the level of development of EC.

Chapter 3

REALITY FORMED, ROUTES OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT IN LINE HIGHWAY 12A QUANG BINH PROVINCE

3.1. The necessity of developing the Highway 12A Quang Binh

- Development along Highway 12A EC mean creating links between countries in the region Mekong Subregion countries; attaches itself to the development needs of the East-West Economic Corridor GMS, and become the engine of growth for Quang Binh province in particular and the Central Vietnam in general.

3.2. Natural characteristics, economic, social, study areas

3.2.1. Overview of Highway 12 A

+ Highway 12A linking the town of Ba Don (km621 + 100) on National Highway 1A, Cha Lo border gate, connected to Tha Khet Road 12, the provincial capital of Laos Kham Muon province, to the province of Thai Na Khon Pha Nom Rolling. The total length of the road from Ba Don is 297.6 kilometers to Tha Khet. Passage through the territory of Vietnam (from Ba Don to Cha Lo), 153 km long, of which the last paragraph Minh Hoa - 90km, through Tuyen Hoa district - 50km. To date, substantially all roads have been asphalted and continues to be upgraded, expanded, deleting the road curvature.

3.2.2. The spatial extent of the regional economic corridors highway 12A Quang Binh

The study area consists of 3 districts of Minh Hoa and Tuyen Hoa and Quang Trach with 70 communes in which 40 commumes have highway 12A pass. The natural area is 1176.8 km2, population in 2002 of about 197.9 thousand, accounting for 14.6% of the area, 24.3% of the population of the province of Quang Binh. Direct influence area (immediate and long-term from Vietnam side) are entire districts of Minh Hoa and Tuyen Hoa and Quang Trach, Quang Binh Province, industrial parks and port of Vung Ang in Ha Tinh province.
3.3. Current situation of socio-economic development corridor highway 12A Quang Binh province

3.3.1. Growth and economic restructuring

3.3.1.1. Economic growth

The pace of economic growth of the region in terms of GDP corridor period 2007-2013 around 20% / year, higher than the average level of the country, equivalent to an average annual growth rate of the same period of the province; including agriculture, forestry and fisheries have a high growth rate of 15.2% (of the province was 4.5%), construction industry increased by 21.5% (in the province is 15%) and services increased by 22, 61% (of the province is 12%).

Scale of regional GDP in 2013 (in current prices) by 1.8 times compared to 2007. By 2013, with 23.8% of the population, lobby area contributed 22.2% of GDP at current prices compared comparator 94; 19.0% at current prices. By 2013, GDP / person of the area more than 14.6 million (700 USD), with 71% of the average of the province, 55% increase compared to 2010.

3.3.1.2. Economic structure changes



The economic structure of the region initially shifted towards increasing the industrial, services, but mainly for agricultural production. Industry and services account for a small percentage. The ratio of agriculture, forestry and fisheries from 30.4% in 2007 fell to 28.3% in 2013 are spot at current prices, the corresponding share of industry from 39.8% to 41.4%, services from 29.8% to 30.3% of the GDP of the entire region.

3.3.2. Industry development status and field of road corridors 12A

3.3.2.1. Agriculture, forestry and fishery production

      The total production value of agriculture, forestry and fisheries in 2013 was about 2794 billion at current prices, equivalent to 30.4% of the province.

      In this sector, accounting for 66.4 percentage% arable, livestock and agricultural services 33.6%.

3.3.2.2. Industry, handicraft


In addition to industrial production facilities available are concentrated in the towns and districts with over 488 corporate and 8,000 individual industrial base, handicraft with small-scale manufacturing of agricultural processing forestry and marine, mechanical, mining and industrial development of building materials ..., in the province lobby area is the construction of a cement plant Gianh river, cement plant Van Hoa, high quality red pulp factory, Hon La industrial park has formed and is investing, investment promotion calls for businesses to invest in production and business.

3.3.2.3. Service Area


The service sector has witnessed rapid development. However, total retail sales of goods and services per capita is only 46% of the national average rate. In which, mainly the type of goods essential to the life of the people such as food, clothing, building materials, vehicles, gasoline. Expected economic and tourism services will occupy a key role in the future.

3.3.3. Social Issues

3.3.3.1. Educations


 The number of school-age population accounted for 28% whole region (the province is 27%). In which some people know how to read and write, 25.2% occupancy rate, the number of illiterate children accounted for 5.35%. This shows that the number of children not attending school and not quite big.

3.3.3.2. Medical


The entire area has 19 health facilities, including two hospitals and 31 dispensaries center facility. On average, each district has a base clinic. Of which 90% of facilities were built solidly with the number of medical doctors is 382 people. Despite the number of health workers is quite crowded, but the technical level, as well as the facilities are poor and therefore have not been trained to work in-depth medical examination and treatment is inadequate.

3.3.3.3. Other social issues


National corridor 12A lobby area of ​​Quang Binh has 53.7 thousand households, of which nearly 11 thousand households in poverty. The rate of poor households is about 20-21% of the area.

3.3.4. Investment Overview of the main components of  national corridor 12 A Quang Binh province


These components economic corridor highway 12A Quang Binh province has been invested and gradually establish clearer. Head west Cha Lo border gate with Cha Lo Border Gate Economic Zone; East's first Hon La Economic Zone, Hon La, along with port infrastructure, industrial parks are being built; Highway 12A, the towns on the route such as Ba Don Town, the town of Dong Le, Quy Dat (planned new town of Bau Sen-district Quang Trach district) is being invested to upgrade.

3.3.4.1. Cha Lo Border Gate Economic Zone

 EZ Cha Lo international border gate, the gateway to the west economic corridor on Highway 12A Quang Binh Province, was established under Decision No. 137/2002 / QD-TTg dated 15/10/2002 of  Prime Minister, includes 6 communes in Minh Hoa district's Democratic Hoa Trong Hoa, Thanh Hoa, Hoa Phuc and Hoa Hong Hoa Tien commune is located in the economic corridor 12A street. With a total area of natural land is: 537.7 km2. Production and business activities at the Cha Lo Border Gate Economic Zone mainly commercial services in regional centers and Cha Lo border gate along Highway 12A, Ho Chi Minh Trail.

12A Street and Cha Lo international border route is increasingly attractive to transport goods from the northeastern province of Thailand, central Laos to Vietnam for export to other countries.

 Entry and exit of people, and the means by KKTCK Cha Lo also increased steadily over the years. 2012 reached 300 thousand, an increase of 26 times compared to 2005 and more than 50 thousand vehicles immigration, increased 14 times compared to 2005. 

         Total budget revenues through tax state export-import through the gate of the Cha Lo international KKTCK 2012 reached 161 billion, up 2.7 times compared to 2005.

3.3.4.2. Coastal economic zones Hon La


Hon La Economic Zone was established under Decision No. 79/2008 / QD-TTg dated 10/6/2008 of the Prime Minister includes six coastal communes of Quang Trach district is the Guangdong commune, Quang Phu, Quang Tung , Canh Duong, Quang Hung and Quang Xuan, located in 12A road corridor. The total area of ​​10,000 ha tu¬ course, of which approximately 8,900 hectares of land, part of the island and the sea around 1,100 ha.


Hon La Economic Zone is the clue to the east, the sea gates of the economic corridors 12A Street and Cha Lo Border Gate Economic Zone. From this area Cha Lo border gate approximately 150 km; from the northeastern provinces of Thailand about 300 km and is the shortest way of Laos and Northeast Thailand province sea.

 
Hon La economic zone are to be developed into a general economic zone with key economic sectors such as deep-sea port, power generation, shipbuilding, fishing boats, cement industry, glass manufacturing along with other supporting industries; Hon La port services, eco-tourism development, urban and other economic sectors.

   3.3.5. The key economic sector clusters


To an industry cluster is the key strengths of the district compared to the province, or a territory larger scale they use indicators commercial distribution (Location Quotient = LQ = (Lihx./Lhx)/(Liqb / Lqb), in which the proportion Lihx / LHX labor is sector i / employees working in the economic sector of the district x, the same ratio Li / L is labor sector i Quang Binh province / L is working Quang Binh province's (possibly than regional or larger territory)

3.3.6. External transport system


The road system through the regional economic corridors highway 12A Quang Binh include: Highway 1, Highway 12C, Ho Chi Minh road runs through the province under 2 branches in the East and the West and Highway 15.

STATE OF CHAPTER 3


Economic Corridor Highway 12A Quang Binh province can determine a primary corridor in a large corridor - east-west economic corridor of the Greater Mekong Sub-region, 1,450 kilometers long linking Myanmar's Mawlamyine port side Indian Ocean coast to the central coast of Vietnam.


Economic Corridor Highway 12A connecting the underdeveloped western regions to eastern many advantages, serve the cause of sustainable development of the province, to shorten the gap between the two regions.



Industry with the beginning of the economic zone, industrial parks Hon La, the northern key economic zone of Vung Ang, international border gate economic zones Father worry, along the corridor have factories, industrial complexes focus key role for industry in the province.


Commercial activities, transport, tourism also tend to thrive. In which commercial activity is relatively developed. Two-way trade has increased, especially in recent years. However, the development of trade, services, tourism is still not commensurate with the potential and strengths of the corridor.


The agricultural sector parties online develops slowly. However, thanks to favorable terms of area coast, along the water surface HLKT conditions were favorable for fishing, aquaculture, seafood. Besides forestry land should also facilitate greater development of animal husbandry, forestry production.



The overall effect has formed a number of key economic clusters by industry lobby area as agriculture, forestry and fisheries, mining of Minh Hoa district, agriculture, forestry and fishery, construction of Tuyen Hoa District; agriculture, forestry and fisheries especially herbal extraction system, mining industry, processing industry, transport and storage, communications for Quang Trach district. This is quite consistent with the classification stage of development and the ability to link with EC to develop industry clusters.


Socioeconomic along the corridor has changed markedly, but the development is uneven and unbalanced across the corridor. Want to promote national highway 12A Quang Binh Province to implement synchronization solutions and with strong determination of the entire system of policy mechanisms to steer executives and implementing solutions synchronize execution.
Chapter 4

VIEWPOINTS AND ORIENTATION AND DEVELOPMENT SOLUTIONS HIGHWAY CORRIDOR QUANG BINH 12A

4.1.Domestic and international scene

4.1.1. International Context

4.2.1. Advantage



Compared with other provinces in the North Central region, Quang Binh has a number of advantages in developing the next period are as follows:

(1) The advantage of location economics, geopolitics in the link between economic development and maritime economic border.

(2) The advantage of mineral resources, land and forest resources;


Rich mineral resources, especially limestone, quartz sand, kaolin, clay ... allows developers building materials industry scale.

(3) Diverse tourism resources, rich, attractive tourists.

(4) Quang Binh has abundant labor resources, human Quang Binh hardworking, smart, creative, patriotism rich, progressive, determined to overcome all difficulties.

(5) More programs large projects were approved, are investing and will go into operation in the near future as Highway 12A, Hon La Economic Zone, Cha Lo Border Gate Economic Zone with many items modern works. Also in the province of Quang Binh will have large projects will come into operation as Quang Trach Thermal Power Center, Cau Nhat Le 2, Bridge and Road Cultural Commune.

 (6). Corridor Highway 12A Quang Binh province has favorable geographical position in economic exchanges, cultural and social, and defense and security in the North area of ​​the province.

 4.2.2. Limited, unfavorable

(1) Located in the area affected by more extreme natural phenomena, the convergence of adverse factors of climate, such as floods, droughts, storms

(2) Economic development remains slow, low starting point. GDP per capita is lower than the national average (65%).


Technical facilities and infrastructure are weak economy, lack of uniformity. Coefficient open domestic and international economies remains low, the non-state economy develops slowly.

(3) Low quality of human resources


Rapid population growth, the rate of child malnutrition. Some people do not have much to do; a part of the population, especially in the mountains, the coast there are many difficulties in production and raise living standards.


Capacity and qualifications of staff and workers is weak, unable to meet the requirements of industrialization and modernization and renovation work.

(4). Lobby area is poor so poor purchasing power.

- Rural Infrastructure traffic especially between regions according to the branch lines 12A difficult road.

- Most of the land has poor soil, should be to invest in renovating.

- Low educational level, not to meet the requirements of social development. Border, complex terrain, poor forest resource capital, infrastructure is underdeveloped and sparsely populated, low educational qualifications.

4.2.3. Opportunity

(1) The process of international economic integration, environment, peace, cooperation and international links in Quang Binh will bring more opportunities for economic development - social faster, developing internal resources and benefits comparative, enlist external forces - capital, technology, managerial experience, expand the market to serve the cause of industrialization and modernization of the province.

 (2) The rapid development of science and technology in the world and the developed countries to create conditions for Quang Binh come off, ahead of the development process.

(3) Politburo Resolution No. 39 - NQ / TW on socio-economic development of the central region; The government has issued Decision No. 113/2005 / QD - TTg on the program of action to implement the Resolution 39 - NQ / TW; Vietnam Sea Strategy was the Politburo issued a resolution and the Government has implemented action program.

(4) The system of infrastructure, especially in provincial towns are interested in investment towards modernization; provincial economic structure has shifted in the direction of industrialization and growing market diversity.

4.2.4. Challenge

Quang Binh challenges that need to be taken into account in developing the future:

(1) the low level of economic development, internal savings rate is negligible, the skill of labor is low, low competitiveness ... this is a huge challenge.

(2) The competition to attract investment, talent, funding support from outside ... between Quang Binh and other provinces in the region, especially in Quang Tri, Ha Tinh growing. This problem can only be solved when there is effectively link the province, inter-regional links.

(3) The challenge of a lack of synchronization between the system of economic infrastructure and social infrastructure.

(4) The challenge of the risk of climate change, environmental pollution and increase environmental protection and challenges in economic development to ensure sustainability, social justice.

(5) The economic crisis, energy, global food.

4.3. Development perspective highway corridor 12A Quang Binh

Viewpoint 1: Highway corridor 12A Quang Binh province should be developed in line with economic development strategy - national society, in line with the new development stage, deep integration with the international economy in general and TVMCMR particular.

Viewpoint 2: Promoting and effective use of the advantages of immediate and long-term GMS HLKT entire route, including  hold a new top of the line.

Viewpoint 3: Development Highway corridor 12A Quang Binh  into the dynamics on the basis of restructuring the economy of the province, and along EC in the direction consistent with the new development stage, incorporating the phrase key sectors of the province and the region's advantages EC with conditions set by the transport axis (QL12A), commercial axis (transport, cargo traffic) of GMS’EC and highway corridor 12A Quang Binh QL12A created.

 Viewpoint 4: Development of  highway corridor 12A Quang Binh  must respect the goals of protecting natural resources and the environment, respond to natural disasters and climate change.

Viewpoint 5: Development of  highway corridor 12A Quang Binh tied to the aim of protecting national security of the country, the region, ensuring the security of the population and economic entities in the province.

4.4. Development oriented highway corridor 12A Quang Binh

4.4.1. Oriented development

(1) Improving the gateway location and urban nucleus for highway corridor 12A Quang Binh

To complete the upgrading transport system connecting the western region to the eastern coastal areas from Da Nang to Vung Ang; convenient connection with Laos, Thailand and Myanmar. Develop commercial trade, markets, transport and storage capacities, logistics. Development of urban nuclear, industrial parks such as the towns of Dat in Minh Hoa, Dong Le town of Tuyen Hoa, Ba Don TX, Hon La Economic Zone.

 (2) Development of the transport network connection with nuclear highway corridor 12A economic system and technical infrastructure for electricity, irrigation is the basis for implementation of the content of economic development in the province routes, highway corridor 12A  as well as the entire province of Quang Binh to turn into a regional highway corridor 12A  provincial development dynamics.

To improve and build new transport networks that link up to the point from highway corridor 12A  economic incentives on the corridor connected to the airport and EZ Hon Na Dong Hoi. Investment completed grid, irrigation and telecommunications systems to meet the needs of economic development is the nuclear industry, agriculture, trade in services and the development of modern tourist routes nature, birth Status, humanities history.

 (3) To establish and perfect the economic nuclear sites on the basis of key industry clusters, ensuring high competitiveness, sustainable development and economic sustainability along the economic corridor highway corridor 12A.

 (4) Development of organizational forms of economic integration in the economic corridor between Highway 12A and corridors with other regions in the province.

4.4.2. Oriented development of branches and key industry clusters

4.4.2.1. Oriented approach based on industry clusters


 First, industry clusters are better linked to the nature of the competition and exploit competitive advantages.


Second, strengthen the role of the private sector, government, associations, educational organizations or institutions for scientific research.

 Third, it highlights the attractive investment opportunities and private State and provide policy guidance to both social and economic.

4.4.2.2. Orientation key industry cluster development

Highway corridor 12A  province has been developing 7 industry clusters 

Minh Hoa district: Agriculture and fisheries and mining (manufacture of building materials);

Tuyen Hoa District: Agriculture and fisheries, construction and building materials;

 Quang Trach district: Agriculture and fisheries, food processing and transportation industry clusters, logistics (logistics).


In the next development stage, along with the formation of the Cha Lo Border Gate Economic Zone, Hon La economic zone and Hon La port, road transportation system connecting North - South, East - West appears the phrase other key sectors such as:

 Trade Cluster tourism to Minh Hoa district;

Cluster transport, logistics (logistics) for Tuyen Hoa District;

 Tourist trade for Quang Trach district.

4.5 The major measures to promote the formation and development of highway corridor 12A Quang Binh

4.5.1. Raising the effective management of the State (Government, PPC) to develop highway corridor 12A Quang Binh

4.5.1.1. Develop, promulgate and implement policies and mechanisms for joint operation of the highway corridor 12A Quang Binh

Institutionalization of the content related to EC  through the promulgation of policies, timely approval of documents related to the corridor; establishment of specialized and management team to monitor the activities of the EC, define the powers of the departments, levels of government departments to promote EC synergy of the corridor; Review planning districts with corridors going through planning to adjust in line with the organization during the new territory.

4.5.1.2. Enhancing trade promotion activities and investments

- To adopt policies to encourage, engage and mobilize all funds by the appropriate measures to mobilize capital into infrastructure construction trade

- For commercial buildings, such as commercial centers, bonded warehouses, commercial complexes, supermarkets, border markets, the State should support the budget.

- Having flexible mechanisms, incentives satisfactory mode for the units and individuals to invest capital and create conditions for them to be assured long-term investment.

- Strengthening the management of the state, first of all for the planning and development plan of the national economy.

4.5.2. Effectively coordinate the actions of local governments on highway corridor 12A  Quang Binh

Council established collaboration between local businesses. The Council is in the fields of development planning, investment and development, trade promotion and investment, resource use, compensation and site clearance, employee training, environmental protection, ensuring security, building the rest stations serving driver and passengers.

4.5.2.1. Coordinating construction program and investment cooperation for the entire route

The localities should develop collaborative programs and investments for all axes. In the immediate future should focus selection is strong industry clusters and are faced with the problem is relatively large, to build the settlement if solved would have a major impact on a substantial number of subjects businesses and effective development corridors.

Develop a mechanism for planning policy focuses in coordination, monitoring and evaluation of economic development projects on the corridor.

4.5.3. Strengthen cooperation relations between enterprises

- Businesses across localities should promote relations and cooperation in directions: Enhancing business cooperation, forming the logistics center, information ..

 - Enterprise Vietnam should actively link now Laos, Thailand to sign long-term export contracts, planning stable export.

- Exploiting the opportunities to participate in fairs and exhibitions to showcase their products and exploitation of water sources and developing your export methods in place.

- Joint venture, production and consumption of goods assembled in each other's markets and export to third countries, such as joint ventures producing the product strength in the region.

4.5.4. Promote the conservation and ecological construction

Authorities between localities in the corridor should actively guide enterprises to establish a sense of saving resources and protecting the environment, optimize resource utilization, improve production efficiency, reduce cell environment, to solve the contradiction between economic development and resource scarcity

4.5.5. Promoting inter-provincial cooperation and international

Inter-provincial cooperation, interregional mainly in directions:

- Industrial development, tourism, building new urban areas and sports facilities, amusement with prizes.

- Training of high quality human resources, professional skills meet the requirements of development and cooperation.

- Promote international cooperation, strengthen investment promotion and participation in exhibitions, fairs and advertising as well as high-tech development.

4.5.6. Enhancing staff exchanges, establish bilateral communication networks and communication channels in the informal Economic Corridor.

Maintaining cooperative relationships between the central government and the local authorities. Development of bilateral networks and communication channels formed at different levels.

4.5.7. Measures to mobilize investment capital

To develop corridor according to the above objectives, estimates investment needs develop huge infrastructure around 48,000 billion VND. So in order to attract investment and efficient use, the immediate need to implement the following specific measures:

- To diversify forms of investment. Allows application of BOT, BT to build highways, other highways can the ODA, preferential loans of credit institutions. Develop a list of projects to raise FDI in BOT, BT ... called on foreign investors to participate, in the situation of investment capital from the State budget limited.

- Develop capital investment for infrastructure from the expansion of indirect forms of investment in order to attract investment capital by enterprises and foreign business entities, international organizations, using incentives, facilitate the process of transferring funds, including short- and long-term capital investment in a favorable way.

- For commercial buildings, such as commercial centers, bonded warehouses, commercial complexes, supermarkets, markets, ports ... depending on each work item. State may invest all or a part, and the rest can lend at preferential interest rates. The border markets, a number of commercial buildings in the communal centers, the State needs to invest in the central budget funds to both support for local, medium build civilized trade show in the border.

- Attracting capital from businesses and people, the State encourages investment policy with the motto of the State and people work together. To implement this policy requires a flexible mechanism, mode appropriate incentives for individual units of investment capital and create conditions for them to be assured long-term investment.

- Strengthening the management of the state, first of all for the planning and development plan of the national economy.

- On the issue of settlement funds, Vietnam will actively mobilize the support of preferential credit loans, technical assistance from donors and from other foreign governments and financial institutions international.

CONCLUSION OF CHAPTER 4

Chapter IV of the thesis was focused on clarification of the development-oriented perspective and solutions to ensure the formation of  highway corridor 12 A Quang Binh, especially to the corridor can develop and become a driving force economic development for the province and for the corridor passes through Quang Binh economy in general:

Highway corridor 12A Quang Binh province was built in the condition of our country is far-reaching integration into the world economy and regional comparative advantages and competitiveness is not just for the local domestic but compared to the surrounding areas in the region; Vietnam has entered a new stage of development stage as the leading investment grab, or based on investment and investment efficiency is crucial. The ratio of mineral resources exploitation, the products of agriculture, forestry and fisheries will be further processed. So this is also oriented to development of the field, territorial space layout of corridors, construction of regional economic corridors incentives for local and neighboring provinces in general;

Economic areas is currently heavily dependent on the extraction and processing of crude kinds of mineral resources, the production of raw materials from agriculture, forestry, aquaculture and fishing products, and also Highway corridor 12A Quang Binh is an important first line of  East - West EC of the Mekong sub-region countries expand, the essential output of the local area and have different levels of development of Myanmar, Thailand and Laos. The development and restructuring of the corridor should be developed on the basis of which should satisfy local needs, which can meet the needs of the entire corridor. So the key industry clusters of localities along the corridor is determined based on the comparative advantages of local and output of GMS’s EC. So the key industry clusters Minh Hoa districts will be: Forestry cluster, construction materials cluster, tourism trade cluster (with border economic zones); Tuyen Hoa district is the industrialization of agriculture and forestry, industrialization and production of building materials, transport logistics industrialization; Quang Trach district includes:  agriculture, forestry and fisheries cluster, industrialization and tourism trade, logistics and transport cluster , commercial real sea processing and aquaculture cluster.

Highway corridor 12 A Quang Binh province to operate effectively become a driving force of economic development for the province to develop and implement the solutions that work: complete mechanisms and policies, especially those policies and mechanisms to created regarding capital, attract investments, improve the quality of human resources, improving the CPI, PAPI province, ensuring a conducive investment environment, business environment healthy produce.

GENERAL CONCLUSION OF THE THESIS

 HLKT is an objective phenomenon in spatial economic development, the objective demands of combining the elements of social production. The formation of a transport axis connecting the centers of economic development, to create conditions for the development center as a positive development of the input conditions and different needs to spread beyond outside its scope.

Modern economic reasoning traffic route not only role is to create conditions favorable inputs and also has the role of promoting and creating conditions for "the steadfast demand" development leads to promote the industry economic development, first of all the key economic sector clusters, on the basis of the existing advantages of each locality.

The thesis has achieved some concrete results follows:

First, have an overview of the research to the world and Vietnam on the establishment and development of economic corridors and related issues, particularly stressing the territorial organization and its role in the HLKT conditions of economic integration and a new stage of development of the country. Thereby determining the theoretical issues and practical for organizations Corridor Highway 12A Quang Binh province;

Second, systemize the theoretical issues related to the establishment, development and operation of a HLKT. The thesis has clarified the concept of HLKT, HLKT role in the process of development of a local economy. Mounting HLKT with key clusters of economic activity of the local corridor, to ensure competitiveness in the context of integration into the region and satisfy the requirements of the new stage of development.

Third, the analysis and evaluation of natural conditions as well as the starting point for the province of Quang Binh province along HL QL12A to clarify the advantages of these localities, found public sector clusters has the advantage local medium can exploit the advantages of the major transport routes running through as a necessary inputs.

Fourth, the proposed thesis viewpoints, orientations and solutions to the construction of Quang Binh HL QL12A development time to come. Oriented focus primarily on HLKT combined with industry clusters, to create a link mechanism for regional spillover.
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
